Entrants must be members in good standing of the

American Society of Military Comptrollers. Essays

may not be previously published articles. Articles must be written on the current topic. Duo or group authored essays will not be accepted.

Essays must be original, must never have been published and must not exceed 1,500 words. Essays must include the essay and a short biography. All essays will be emailed to Yolanda Dean.

A selection panel will review all nominations received and make final recommendations to the ASMC Executive Committee who will approve all final award winners. Essays will be judged for material organization (logical interpretation of the subject, adherence to topic), vocabulary and style phrasing and continuity), grammar, punctuation, spelling, neatness, and adherence to essay competition rules. Winners will be notified by by e-mail if they have been selected as a winner. The winning essay will be submitted to National to compete in their essay competition.

Up to three winners will be selected. First place winner receives $500. Second place receives $300 and third place receives $100. All winners’ essay will be submitted for competition in the National Essay Award competition.

All essays must be submitted via email no later than January 15 to be considered by the selection panel. If January 15 falls on a weekend or federal holiday, the deadline is the next business day. No exceptions to this deadline.
